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"John Roberts is possibly the foremost appellate lawyer of his generation," concludes Lawrence Robbins, a 
former lawyer in the solicitor general's office and now a partner in Washington, D.C.'s Robbins, Russell, 
Englert, Orseck & Untereiner. "The idea of arguing what he would do as a judge, based on positions he 
has advanced in court, is reckless. These groups are not being candid. They are just playing politics. They 
should be honest and just say they will oppose any nominee by this president."
